Sparkling Glass

NV Chandon ‘Blanc de Blancs’ Victoria 19

Made completely from Chardonnay, Fuji apples, pears, nectarines, and Meyer lemons, make way for aromas of
fresh lime blossom and fennel. Pillowy textured bubbles and finish of baked brioche.

NV Charles Heidsieck ‘Brut Reserve’ Champagne, France 30

One of the great champagne houses! The Brut Reserve blend of equal parts Pinot Noir, Chardonnay and Meunier
with extended aging is rarely matched by its peers. Boasting a deep golden hue, delicate bubbles from slow
maturing in chalk cellars and a voluptuous nose of Mirabelle plum, pistachio, and almond. Creamy pastry, praline,
and vanilla dance in step with a precise, dry finish. Delicious!

NV Bollinger, Rosé Champagne, France 36
From another prestigious champagne house comes this gorgeous wine which shows off characters of spiced cherry,

dried strawberries and rose petals. Clean, crisp and chiseled on the palate, softened slightly by its pillowy
effervescence and creamy texture. We are pouring this wine all of May in honour of all Mums! Here's fo you!

Premium Rosé Glass Carafe

2020 La Bastide Blanche, Bandol, Provence, France 34 85

La Bastide Blanche is a great example of the quality found in this region, and is the work of Michel & Louis Bronzo,
who purchased this property in the early 1970s with their father, Baptistin. This organic blend of mourveédre, cinsault,
grenache, and clairette from clay-limestone soils is elegant, juicy, and structured. Complex notes of strawberry and
tangerine zest mingle with herbes-de-Provence, tarragon, and white pepper on a mineral-driven frame. A wonderful
match with food!

Rosé Glass Carafe

2021 Nocturne ‘Carbunup-SR’ Margaret River 18 45

Spicy, peppery, dried herb and floral perfume, white cherry and pink grapefruit. It's dry with a grainy and chalky
grip. A little amaro tang in the aftertaste. Texture is a highlight in this high cheekboned style of rosato.

Orange Glass Carafe

2021 Between Five Bells ‘Amber’ Victoria 19 48

A complex dance of textured tannins with flavours of cider apples, grapes, and William Pear, highlighted by aromas
of orange blossom and perfume. Raised in amphora for 90-days on skins, a cracking rendition of the amber style
from collaborators David Fesq and Ray Nadeson of Lethbridge fame.

Premium White Glass Carafe

2019 Chardonnay, Bernard Defaix ‘Cote de Léchet’ Chablis Premier Cru, Fr 42 105

Much like the rest of Burgundy, Chabilis’ finest vineyards have become synonymous with a symbolic grower. This is
the case with the Céte de Léchet and Domaine Bernard Defaix, who own the largest amount of this prized premier
cru. Breezy lemon rind, almond paste, and yellow orchard fruit, leading to a rippling layered palate of satiny texture,
shot through with chalky, mineral freshness. It is generously shaped, yet impeccably trimmed by cool acidity and a
salty and vivacious finish. Superb white Burgundy.

White Glass Carafe

2021 Riesling, Pooley, Coal River Valley, Tasmania 22 55

A bright and crunchy cool climate riesling with notes of lime blossom, jasmine, cifrus peel and granny smith apple on
the nose. Sweet citrus, grapefruit, and mandarin follow on the palate with a nervy acid profile and a textured,
lingering finish.

2019 GrUner Veltliner, Hiedler ‘Langenlois’ Kamptal, Austria € 18 45

Delicate white flowers, apple, green pears, subtle nuances of herbs. Fine acidity, bright fruit character, some
Mirabelle and yellow apple. This has beautiful texture and is excellent with food.

2020 Furmint, Peter Wetzer '‘Somlé’ Sopron, Hungary 28 70
Unfined, unfiltered and mineral laden from volcanic soils, the wine exudes beautiful tangelo and tropical pineapple.

Crunch is delivered from mouth-watering acid and crunchy pear and apple notes. This one is for the lo-fi, natural
wine loving crowd and pairs beautifully with our chargrilled seafood dishes!

2019 Nas-Cétta, Bel Colle, Langhe, Piedmont, Italy 19 48
Saved from near extinction by a small group of producers. Nas-Cétta has come on in leaps and bounds with wine

lovers for it's pale hue, pretty floral scents of yellow marigold, underripe peach and mineral character. This example
is no exception, displaying a little more flesh and ripeness.

2015 Marsanne Blend, Torbreck ‘The Steading’ Barossa Valley 23 58
Fragrant aromas of acacia flowers, roasted nuts and buttered citrus are neatly balanced with underlying hints of
bees wax, minerals, chalk and fino. The ripe, fleshy barrel fermented Viognier and Marsanne gives the palate
extraordinary richness, whilst the Roussanne contributes it's more flinty and austere personality.

2019 Chardonnay, Toolangi ‘Pauls Lane’ Yarra Valley 22 45
Plenty of struck match but these characters come attached to a significant amount of fruit flavour. White peach,

candied citrus, chalk, steel and nectarine. It's a smokin' wine. Straight, direct and wild at once. Length is superb, so
too power, so too style.

Premium Red Glass Carafe

2018 Grenache blend, Raymond Usseglio et Fils ‘Cuvée Tradition’

Chateauneuf-du-Pape, Southern Rhéne, France 44 110

The consistency of Stephane Usseglio’s family estate is evident here, weaving old vines into satisfying, structured and
supple Rhone reds. It has dense fruit, smooth tannins and dark licks of berry and spice. The estate farms all their
holdings biodynamically, across a mixture of sand, clay, limestone and pudding stone soils. These wines are ranked
in the top tier of Rhéne producers.

Red Glass Carafe

2018 Pinot Noir, Bicknell FC 'Applecross’ Yarra Valley 25 63

Brambly red-cherry, dried-flowers, and bracken aromas, an intensely fresh and pure style. The palate has athletically
agile tannin texture and arcs out a sapid, red-cherry core with a succulent, fresh and energetic finish. Impressive.

2019 Blaufrénkisch, Rosi Schuster, Burgenland, Austria 23 58

A pitch perfect example of the variety. This is all juicy blue fruits, rich chocolate and black forest cake. A little spicy,
with some meaty savouriness. It's fresh but rich, layered yet smooth with silky, succulent tannins.

2020 Nero Frappato blend, Occhipinti ‘SP68’ Terre Siciliane, Sicily, Italy 24 60
Made by the inimitable Arianna Occhipinti, known for her trail blazing natural wines, this is a blend of Nero d’Avola
and Frappato. A melange of dark, black berries, purple florals and lip-smacking crunch. Freshness and vitality
abounds!

2017 Shiraz, Michael Hall ‘Flaxman’ Eden Valley 24 60
Beautiful. Jubey and spicy at once. Licorice and blueberry, fresh plum and woodsy spice. A juicy shiraz with an even

temper, inbuilt complexity and undeniable deliciousness. Menthol and lavender characters add lift as it breathes;
sandy tannin lends it an extra spark. Tip top.

2016 Tempranillo, Numanthia ‘Termes’ Tinta del Toro, Spain 29 73

Rich blackcurrant, dark cherry and to a lesser extent ripe blueberry and liquorice flavours fill the medium to full
bodied palate. Subtle toasty oak, dried herbs, traces of tobacco and spice are evident. Good fleshy mouthfeel with
well integrated fine grained tannins and a long savoury finish.

2020 Grenache, Alkina ‘Kin’ Barossa Valley 19 48

Vibrant red fruit overlaid on fine, silty tannins and crunchy acidity. Young vine fruit that ably shows the elegance and
definition of the variety in this vineyard. A wine that balances drinkability and complexity with ease.
